About the appropriate use of Generative AI* in classrooms . Temporal Views

1. We need to understand learners’ developmental stages as well as to comply with Terms of Use* (such
as age restrictions and parental consent) before we determine the use of Generative Al is effective or
not in meeting the objectives of educational activities and learning assessment. Especially, we need
to take a cautious approach when allowing elementary school children to use it.

2. We should start using Generative Al at schools that understand the concerns about its use and that

can adequately address them.

<_Desirable use of Generative AI >
% These are not more than examples, and it is necessary to judge whether it is right or wrong in light of

individual cases.

We can use Generative Al for (1)information moral education. Imagine that a teacher provides the

answers or responses containing errors generated by Al as teaching materials. At first, students will
feel uncomfortable. But soon they will find the answers are not correct. While the teacher is repeating
the same or similar activities several times, the students will realize that they had better not take the
answers or responses given by Generative Al without question.

We can also use Generative Al as a topic of social issues. (2)People are so much interested in the

new technology, but they cannot decide whether they should welcome or reject it. Let us take this as a

good chance and ask our students to explore both the good side and the bad side of Generative AI. Even
if our students welcome Generative Al, they will learn precautions for use*. Also, even if our students

reject it, they will learn some beneficial natures of Generative AI. Through (2)these activities, our

students will be able to find Generative Al useful to organize their opinions, to look for new perspectives,
and to deepen their discussions.

If we use Generative Al as a partner of English conversation, we can improve our English. When
we make a mistake in pronunciation, Generative Al will soon point it out and fix it. Also, when we use
an unnatural expression, Generative AI will soon change it into (3)the style that native speakers of

English prefer. Through these conversations, (4)we can also make our individual and original lists of

new words, new phrases, and new sentences, according to our interests and concerns.

Additionally, we can use Generative Al to upgrade our papers or assignments®*. ( 5 ) example,
it will be beneficial to use Generative Al in the process of its proofreading or elaboration*. However, we
must record when and how we use Generative Al to avoid allegations of plagiarism®*. (b)It is not bad to

receive help from Generative Al to write papers or submit assignments, but it is bad not to declare that

you have received help from it.
